Travelling to Newcastle

Newcastle is easy to get to by car and public transport. Read our advice on travelling to Newcastle.

	Directions to the Research Beehive

(Old Library Building, pictured on the right)
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· From the train station and airport

The easiest way to get to the university campus from the train station or airport is by Metro. When arriving at Central Station or Newcastle Airport, just look for the yellow 'M' sign. You need to travel to the Haymarket Metro station. From there it is a 5-minute walk (max.) to the Research Beehive.

When leaving the Haymarket Metro station, take the right-hand exit where you see a road (=Percy Street; not the left to the pedestrian shopping street). The university campus is on the other side of this road, where you’ll see Blackwells Bookshop. Head for the bookshop by crossing the road, turn right and walk along the side of the road until you reach Campus Coffee on your left. Then turn in left and follow that path (going up the steps and passing the Student Union building on your left and Northern Stage on your right) straight on under the arches and into the old quadrangle. Follow the path straight ahead up to the Percy Building, then turn right and go down the steps. On the right hand side is the Old Library Building. Enter through the glass doors and turn immediately left into the reception area. There is a staircase on the left leading up to the Research Beehive.

For wheelchair access, don’t turn left on entering the Old Library Building but go straight ahead, through a set of double doors (signposted School of Modern Languages), then turn right into a stairwell where you take the lift to level 2. Here, you press the buzzer on the intercom, and you’ll be able to enter the Research Beehive on the level of the conference rooms.

· From the Holiday Inn Hotel, Jesmond

You can either walk to the conference venue or take the metro.

By metro: On leaving the hotel, turn right and walk up Jesmond Rd (=A1058) towards Newcastle. You will cross Osborne Road at the pedestrian crossing and soon after that there is an opening towards the Metro station on your right (Jesmond). Turn in here and the station is on your right. Take the Metro one stop to Haymarket and follow the instructions above.

On foot (map link): On leaving the hotel, turn right and walk up Jesmond Rd (=A1058) towards Newcastle. Turn right into Osborne Road, then left onto Clayton Road, crossing the metro tracks. Walk along Clayton Road for about 300m, towards the central motorway (=A167) until you come to a small crossroads, here turn left onto Brandling Park, follow this road until you reach a pedestrian underpass, go through that and follow the path which will lead you to the Robinson Library. Here, turn sharp right and walk through a pedestrian tunnel, keep going straight ahead, passing the Great North Museum on your left, and you’ll see a main road (=Claremont Road) and a pedestrian crossing ahead. Cross the road at that crossing, head down the steps/walkway in front of you, and the semi-circular building in front of you is the Old Library Building (see image above). To get to it, follow the walkway round to your right, then follow the path that curves round to the front of the building on your left. This walk should not take you longer than 20 minutes max.
Directions to the Holiday Inn Hotel, Jesmond

Take the Metro from Central Station or Newcastle Airport to Jesmond (not West Jesmond) Metro Station. From there it is a 3-minute walk to the hotel, which is located on Jesmond Road. On leaving Jesmond station turn left onto the main road (Jesmond Road, =A1058) and walk left up this road, crossing Osborne Rd, until you see the Holiday Inn on your left.
